A Institutions failing to submit data to their respective Provincial Division of Education and the National Department tidfEdasa
been a significant problem yearly.

A Data sent in by schools and colleges are sorted out at two or more levels before collation in the current formatti hythigiso
shifting process, there are chances of making errors.
